C. PRESENTATION

1. Inclusion Events

The city received $20,000 from the St. Paul Foundation to continue inclusion work. The city
used the grant to fund ongoing or completed activities such as Cultivating a Caring Community
event, Rec on the Go, Survey and Service on the Spot, Community Survey, and the mural at
Falcon Heights Elementary.

A. “Cultivating a Caring Community”
City Administrator Thongvanh
The event took place on October 5, 2018. Michelle Vilchez and Thomasina Russaw attended the
Kettering Learning Foundation in Dayton, OH, and we asked them to be our guest speakers
and share their experiences and skills. We used the grant for their flight tickets and hotel. We
also had Ken Morris, who was the co-facilitator for the task force, and did a mini inclusion
training. The Working Styles Wheel (aka Lakota Medicine Wheel) was the main activity of the
event and concentrates on how cities and organizations deal with their employees, community,
and interacts with people during a big incident.

After the event, we sent out a survey, and 85% stated that they would attend future

events. Everyone enjoyed the Lakota Medicine Wheel, speakers, and interacting with members

of the community. Our guests wished it were in a diverse neighborhood, more interactive time

with each other, and a lack of acknowledgment of the oversight of shooting. The things we can

improve from this event are to add more time for interactions and a different day of the week to
hold the event.

Mayor Lindstrom

It was a great event. | enjoyed it thoroughly especially the medicine wheel. | want thank John
Thompson for attending the Kettering Foundation. It was a big commitment to attend all the
three sessions.

It was nice to see City Administrator Thongvanh, Council Member Gustafson and other council
members outside of the city and see them work towards a goal. It was my first time
participating and doing the work. The last time | was here, it was a lot of complaining, but now
we are doing the work to try to cultivate this community. | also want to let you know that
Ramsey County Sheriff’s Office is doing a great job in Falcon Heights and the culture of policing
is changing.

I want to recap a few things when my friend Philando was murdered. There were many people
at City Hall who were angry. Mayor Lindstrom spoke about wanting to change the city, and |
want to thank you for staying true to that statement and changing how we view police in Falcon
Heights. This city has done a 360, and I owe it all to the work. You have changed my
perspective on government, and we are getting better. | want to thank everyone for allowing
me to connect with them and working towards cultivating a caring community. We built a
relationship out of a tragedy. Thank you for believing in me.

B. “Survey and Service on the Spot”
City Administrator Thongvanh
The purpose of this survey was to get feedback. Council Member Leehy stated Falcon Heights
is a “Tales of Two Cities.” City One: people that live, work and play in the City, and City Two:
commuters driving past Falcon Heights every day on Snelling Ave and Larpenteur Ave. The
survey had six questions and on the back it had resources around the City. Council Member
Leehy and I worked with Slick Text to do a text code. When people texted the code, they could
take the survey and received a coupon to get $2 off a food item from the food truck at City
Hall.

Initially, we were going to ask Community Engagement Commission to help, but with limited
time, we decided to ask city staff, council members, and Ramsey County Sheriff Deputy Brian
Goodspeed to volunteer and pass out fliers. There were 294 responses, and 151 coupons were
redeemed. The breakdown percentage is 45.92% live in Falcon Heights, 11.90% work in Falcon
Heights, 6.12% visitors, 33.67% drive through Falcon Heights, and lastly, 2.39% live and work in
Falcon Heights. People would like more coffee shop, enhanced safety on Snelling Ave and
Larpenteur Ave, clean community, more housing, and fix parking during State Fair.

Council Member Miazga
City Administrator and I are still working on the Community Survey. Right now, we
are putting the PowerPoint together. We will present it on March 13.
I officially moved on to NYFS and will start on February 28.
Continue to work with the U of M about the Community Park lease. | met with City
Administrator Thongvanh and discussed how we could align a plan regarding the needs
of the park as a city. | am also putting a bonding proposal together, and it will be nice if
we can get the funds for the park.
I signed up to testify the State on House File 113, which is a bill by Rep. Becker Finn that
would provide more equity in distribution of proceeds from fines and fees. Currently
we have around 50% instead of 67%. The public hearing went well; it will give us about
$13,500, and it will help law enforcement efforts.
Regarding the Cultivating a Caring Community, | am excited to start the kickoff with
Ron Rabinovitz who as a child was a pen pal to professional baseball player Jackie
Robinson. His parents were very close to the Kennedy campaign in the 60s. There is a
lot of cross-cultural communication and how he applies those unique skills to his daily
life. He will be here on March 18.

Council Member Harris
Planning Commission meets next week on Tuesday, February 26, at 7PM City Hall.

Council Member Gustafson
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Community Engagement Commission met on January 28, and we discussed goals for
the year. We are trying to gain more information on the census and make sure we count
everybody.

As the city continues to create “Cultivating a Caring Community” events, we will have
guest speakers come quarterly. It will look like a community training. The first event
will be on Monday, March 18, 2019, City Hall and Ron Rabinovitz will be the

speaker. The event is on the same day as the Community Engagement Commission
regular meeting; therefore, we will move it to March 25. We also have an offer from
Ellie Krug who creates community training programs. She does these training across the
country and has offered to do it free for our city. She was also one of the co-facilitator
for our community conversation at Falcon Heights church from Bureau Mediation
Services. Ellie was an attorney and is now a transgender activist. In addition, the U of
M is offering some training programs for the community.

Spring Together will be held on June 8, because we do not want to interfere with the
weather, school and surrounding cities events, and Ramadan.

The phone scam is a big issue right now, and it is common towards grandparents. Please
be cautious. Also remember that agents will never call you and ask you to pay with gift
cards. If you do lose money to a scam, please call 911, and a deputy will come and help
you with the process.

Thursday, February 28th, 6 pm, the community can paint the Cultivating a Caring
Community Mural at Falcon Heights Elementary School. | want to invite John
Thompson to attend the event and witness the art mural that is going to be painted by
the 4th graders.
I was approached by the City of Minneapolis’ City Council, and they are going to the
legislature to request the ability for cities to pass the stretch building code. Right now,
cities are prohibited from enacting a code that is stronger than the statewide building
code. Minneapolis’ City Council is saying that if our 2040 Comprehensive Plan has
energy goals and if we are going to come close to any of those goals that deal with our
building codes such as installation, windows, and more then it will need to be stronger.
Therefore, cities should have the option to adopt a stretch code. Environment
Commission passed this recommendation on Monday, and it will be presented to City
Council in a couple of weeks.

1. Results of Closed Meeting on Fire Chief

Mayor Lindstrom

The Council had a chance to evaluate the performance of our Fire Chief. | will speak for myself,
and | find the performance of our Fire Chief has been unsatisfactory to me. He consistently
violated the policies of the City of Falcon Heights, specifically on the "Respectful Work Place
Policy." There have been interactions with employees from various departments with
disrespectful language and angry outbursts. This is very disturbing to me. Second, the Fire
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Chief conveyed information to state agencies and other local governments that have been
explicitly against city official policy. I find it to be unsatisfactory and recommend that this
Council terminate the Fire Chief.

Roger Knutson, City Attorney, asked if the employee evaluation was shared by the

Council. Mayor Lindstrom answered yes. Mr. Knutson then addressed that the next item is an
appropriate action to make a motion. Mayor Lindstrom stated, “I would like a motion to
terminate Rich Hinrichs as our Fire Chief and as a city employee.” Mr. Knutson asked if
termination will effective immediately, and Mayor Lindstrom answered yes.

Clement Kurhajetz Jr (1733 Hamline Ave)

I want to address on the outbursts and not following city procedures. In order to be a chief, you
have to have outbursts. | hope Rich has a good attorney and hope he gives out information to
other cities, State, Federal government or ISIS so it can ruin this community’s look. | think Rich
does a good job. | think the Council and Administration are wrong and should look inside the
city itself besides the Fire Department. You should also look at the people other departments
and in the office. | do not think you did your due diligence when you hired them.

Michael Kruse, Fire Captain (1235 Roselawn Ave)

I have been in the Fire Department for nine years. | do not think this is an open process and no
one in the city knows that this is happening right now, except for the people in this room. It
was not on the agenda, and the Council added it today. You are taking an action that no one in
the public knows and does not have a chance to voice their opinions. | think that is a bad
process.

This move will jeopardize the safety of this community and the City of Lauderdale. Richisa
keystone of this department. You will have a tough time getting a suitable replacement. What
happens tomorrow and who is in charge tomorrow? When we get a call at 2:00 AM tonight?
Does anyone have that answer?

I understand that this was brought on by an incident where | was present. There were no verbal
threats made or physical threats. It was an animated discussion, and we had dozens of these
kinds of conversations in the past. Rich was the Assistant Fire Chief under Clem and became
the Fire Chief after he retired. | can say that he is the person who has the most technical
knowledge about firefighting and can lead a department. There is no question in my mind
about that.

Anton Fehrenbach, Assistant Fire Chief

I served in the Fire Department for almost 15 years and Assistant Fire Chief for over four

years. | want to thank Rich for putting me in the position. | completely agree with Captain
Kruse. What happens at 8pm tonight when the Chief is no longer involved? Who is taking over?
Has that been thought of?

I personally cannot put in as much time that Rich put in. | thought | put in a lot of time, but he
goes beyond. A couple angry outbursts that look negatively to the City Council are how we
deal on the fire side. We deal with emergencies and life and death situations. We handle
ourselves differently because this job is tough on us. Recently, Minnesota passed PTSD
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legislation which help first responders dealing with post-traumatic stress disorder get coverage
through workers’ compensation. We handle things differently and we are a big

family. Removing our Fire Chief is sad and wrong. Many cities have reached out to us and are
not happy about it. They stated that it would be a great loss to the city. It is saddening to see
this happening right now. This is not good for the City of Falcon Heights, Lauderdale, Roseville,
St. Paul, and Ramsey County.

Michael Mckay (1753 Holton)

Rich and I joined the Fire Department within a month of each other. As a taxpayer in Falcon
Heights, | am concerned about the budget. A couple of years ago, the police department budget
increased from $650,000 to over a million in less than three years. | also heard rumors that will
increase. | want to know the Council’s plans for what is going to happen to the Fire
Department. | hope that has been taken care of, and | would hope that you do not terminate
someone, especially without notice.

Rich has put in many hours, and | do not think the compensation that he receives is not even
comparable to anything that you are going to get in the future. Another thing that worries me is
that there were no communications to any members of the Fire Department from the Council
and Mayor. You are not following your due diligence. Again as a taxpayer, | cannot emphasize
that enough and our tax pay is limited. Our police department has gone up, and that is where
most of our tax goes. Is there a planned budget for the Fire Department? Do we have a plan or
are we going to pay Roseville or St. Paul?

Mayor Lindstrom
I would like to renew my motion to terminate the Fire Chief and as a city employee, effective
immediately.

Consider City Code Amendment Regarding Fences

Description

Currently, the City Code related to zoning of fences is sparse in its specifics.
staff believe it is appropriate to recommend changes to the Code.

A brief summary of the suggested changes includes:

Naming a zoning permit as the proper permit required for fences.
Currently, the Code states that a building permit must be pulled. The
City Attorney brought to staff attention that Minnesota Statutes exempt
fences under seven feet in height from requiring a building permit. To
enforce the zoning code, a zoning permit would be established. Staff
recommend requiring a building permit for fences over seven feet (only
approved by variance) to make sure footings are appropriate. The
zoning permit would also regulate signs and driveways.

Adding language related to the type of materials allowed for fences.

Clarifies setback from right of way as well as 30-foot visibility triangle
for corner lots.

Allows up to six inches of additional height for fence posts.

Any approved changes to the Code would affect new projects moving forward.
Fences already built would not have to be changed, but any alterations would
have to comply with the new Code.

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on February 26 to consider the
recommended changes. No one spoke in opposition to the changes.

The Planning Commission asked staff to further research a visibility triangle
for alleyways. Occasionally, drivers cannot see around tall fences that are up to
the property line when they are attempting to make a turn onto the street from
an alley.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 113-242
OF THE FALCON HEIGHTS CITY CODE

THE CITY COUNCIL OF FALCON HEIGHTS ORDAINS:

SECTION 1 Section 113-242 of the Falcon Heights City Code is amended as follows.
113-242 - FENCES

Fences may be allowed in any zone and are subject to the following:

All fences shall require a zoning permit in addition to any other required permits.

If a fence is less than seven feet tall, a building permit is not required. If it is over seven feet, a
building permit is required.

Fences in residential districts shall be comprised of chain-link, wood, plastic, or metal, but shall not
be electric, barbed, weaved, or welded wire, except as allowed as a security arm.

All fences shall be kept in good repair, painted, trimmed and well maintained.

That side of the fence considered to be the face (finished side as opposed to structural supports) shall
face abutting property.

In the event a fence is adjacent to and parallel with the front lot line, side lot line on the street side of
a corner lot, or rear lot line adjacent to and parallel with an alley, such fence shall be set back at least
one foot from the street and alley right-of-way or property line.

Fences are not allowed in a thirty-foot visibility triangle on street corners. This area is measured
beginning at the intersection of the projected property lines of two intersecting streets, thence thirty
(30) feet along one property line, thence diagonally to a point thirty (30) feet from the point of
beginning.

Fences may be permitted along property lines subject to the following:

a. Fences may be placed along property lines provided no physical damage of any kind results
to abutting property.

b. Fences in commercial and industrial districts may be erected on the lot line to a height of six
feet above grade plus two feet for a security arm. The security arm may be barbed, weaved,
or welded wire.

c.  Where the property line is not clearly defined, a certificate of survey may be required by the
zoning administrator to establish the property line.

d. Fences located within the side and rear yard non-buildable setback areas beginning at the
front building line and fences located within the buildable area of a lot shall not exceed six
feet in height from finished grade. Fence posts may extend an additional six inches.

e. Inresidential districts, fences along or within the front non-buildable setback area shall not
exceed 36 inches in height from finished grade. Fence posts may extend an additional six
inches.

SECTION 2 This Ordinance shall be effective upon adoption and publication according to law.
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ADOPTED this 13th day of March, 2019, by the City Council of the City of Falcon Heights, Minnesota.
