DISCUSSION - REQUEST TO RETAIN 1979 AMBULANCE FOR BACK UP

Jay McNabb, representing the Fire/Rescue Department asked that
Council reconsider the previous plan to trade in the old
ambulance on the new vehicle which is due for delivery in
January of 1990. He referred to Chief Lindig's memo dated
August 8, 1989 ( a copy of which is on file in the clerk's
office) explaining that the department feels the back-up
ambulance is needed as it would provide quicker response to
emergencies than is now provided by Health One Ambulance.
Rescue Squad member Mike Dow explanned the importance of speed
of response and transport to a medical facility.

Council questioned whether or not the the back-up is necessary
given the population of Falcon Heights and Lauderdale. They
also addressed the cost of operation, storage space for an

additional vehicle, the need to build a second ambulance into
the rate structure and lack of documentation of some costs such
as insurance.

Baldwin suggested that the matter be deferred until staff has
completed a study on the level and costs of services in Falcon
Heights, and the comparison to other communities. He explained
that at Council Strategic Planning Workshops this was one of the
areas designated for study. Following the discussion, staff was
directed to " fast-forward" the study and prepare a report for
discussion at a future meeting.

ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PUBLICATION OF A SUMMARY OF
ORDINANCE 0-89-6

Ciernia moved adoption of proposed Resolution R-89-20 which
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would allow publication of a summary of Ordinance 0-89-6
relating to Subdivision Procedures. Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF COMPREHENSIVE PARK AND RECREATION PLAN

Park and Recreation Director, Carol Kriegler, explained that the
Park and Recreation Commission voted unanimously to recommend
Council's adoption of the Plan. She stressed that the plan
provides goals to strive for, it is not cast in stone, and that
priorities recommended in the plan may change from time to time.
Following a brief discussion, Bush moved acceptance of the
Comprehensive Park and Recreation Plan as prepared by Barton
Aschman, which carried unanimously.

CITY AGREES TO FUND $ 5,000 FOR PLAYGOUND EQUIPMENT AT FALCON
HEIGHTS SCHOOL ( WITH CONDITIONS)

Kriegler informed Council that the Park and Recreation
Commission is unanimously in support of a request from the
Falcon Heights School Playgound Committee that the City consider
purchasing approximately $8,000 worth of equipment for the
playground. Council agreed that some participation might be
proper as the area is frequently used in conjunction with the
City's Park and Recreation programs and as a neighborhood
playground, however, concern was expressed regarding ownership
of the equipment, liability and maintenance. Kriegler explained
that the equipment would belong to the City and if the school
closes the City could remove the equipment. Merrie Zakaris,
representing the Playground Committee, stated that the equipment
would be maintained and insured by the School District.
Following the discussion, Ciernia moved an expenditure of $5,000
from the Park Capital Improvement Fund for playground equipment,
subject to an acceptable maintenance, ownership and liability
agreement between the City and the School District. Motion
carried unanimously.

COMMUNITY PARK BUILDING PLAN APPROVED

Tom Dunwell, President of Buetow and Associates, reviewed and
discussed with Council the plans for the proposed new park
building, which is estimated to be in the $180,000 to $200,000
price range. Kriegler explained that Barton Ashman has
estimated the cost of removal of the old park building,
utilities for new building and repair of the parking lot to be
31,000 which would be ub addition to the cost of the new
structure.

Upon a vote being
taken the following voted in favor thereof: P. Chenoweth, Bush,
Ciernia, and Baldwin, and the following voted against the same:
Wallin. Motion carried.

Ccanpost_ng: Laura Ruette.1 raised the concern of attracting ve_*min to
c~nposting piles containing garbage. John Hustad suggested t*~at limits be
established for the size of the pile. Laura Ruette_i suggested t`~at a distancefran pror.,er ~~ lines ce considered when ccnposing tze ordinance
reccmmencaation. Leo Rliscn explained that proper c.^mpost procedures are
necessary if kitchen waste is added. Leo Rlisch is in favor of ccnpostingsince the amount of ccnpost produced is small enough for most gardens.N~rty McCleary noted that people who already canpost with kitchen waste willmost likely continue to do so. The percentage of residents who begin to
compost will be low.

The Ccatunission will most likely recommend an ordinance change to the CityCouncil at our Septrnber mee+,.ing to include c~nposting of yard waste only.Score questions will need to be answered when Shirley Chencweth returns; whichc~ununities have composting ordinances; is it possible to pick up leaves on acity-wide basis or along with Roseville's collection in the fall; what doesRoseville do with the leaves collected? In 1990 when it is not possible todeposit yard waste into land fills it may beccane necessary to amend the
licensing of haulers in Falcon Heights to also collect our yard waste anddispose cf it properly.

Marty McCleary will report back to the Commission in September aster
discussing the 1990 changes with members of the Ramsey County Metro Council.

John Thanpson informed the Conunission of a garde:iing/la-~wn/cc~nposting seninarto be provided free-af-c:7arge on Saturday, August 19, from 10:00am to 3:OOgn at2020 white Bear Avenue. Experts fran the University will provide theinformation.

The city's copier has performed past its useful life. Most firms replace
their copiers every three to five years and ours .has been in service since

1983 and has had 724,809 copies run: on it. The city is currently making
approximately 26,000 copies every five weeks. Our old machine has cost us
320 in repairs through June($100 additional since). However, we've been
told it needs a new drum which cost approximately $250.00 plus our mainten-
ance contract would be another $ 310..00. Because the drum needs replacing,it uses more toner than usual. A case of toner costs $80 and presently a
bobtle of toner lasts about two weeks. ( There are 4 bottles to a case).

Our old machine, when purchased was probably the most technologicallyadvanced machine available but is now obsolete. The old machine, which is a
Royal 130R, has a fifteen sorter, semi-automatic document feeder, some
reduction capabilities, and is a large machine. The semi-automatic document
feeder is the most inefficient feature of the machine. On council agendaday, the city pays for a secretary to stand there and feed sheet after
sheet into the machine when the secretary's desk is only six feet away from
the machine. With an automatic sheet feeder, she could place agenda materials
on the machine, push the button and return to her desk to do other work.
If the machine stops, she would hear it and could investigate.

There are other features which are available on copy machines which would
save the city money. Attached is an example of the letter I have sent to

ten different companies requesting the features the city would
use. Based on these features, I believe the purchase price of

a new machine will be between $7,000-$8,500 without trade-in. I feel this.
expenditure is worth it because to do a 50 page council agenda . every 2 weeks
costs the city $338.05 a year or . 021787 a copy. Anew machine with thefeatures listed above would cost $28.36 a year or . 00363 a copy in year one

with warranty and $ 48.51 in other years for maintenance agreement. ( Mainten-ance agreement may be lower based on two sided copies resulting in less copies).See attached. Based on these numbers, the city will spend $1,690.25 on councilagendas on the old machine over the next 5 years but only $222.40 on a newmachine ( new machine costs are based on two-sided copies). These savings areonly based on doting council agendas, other savings will be realized on othercommission agendas, budgets, memos, etc.

A copier is included in the current Capital Improvement Plan for replacement in1992. We would like to expedite this ASAP.

The draft Light Rail Transit ( LRT) Plan for Ramsey County put out by the
Ramsey County Regional Railroad Authority proposes an alignment throughFalcon Heights.

A PUBLIC MEETING WILL BE HELD ON THE PLAN AT 7:00 P.M., SEPTEMBER 12, 1989AT CITY HALL, FALCON HEIGHTS.

The purpose of Light Rail Transit is to reduce the need for road construction
or expansion. Light Rail Transit is a transportation system that uses
steel wheeled vehicles that run on tracks and are powered by overhead
electrical wires. LRT vehicles can be operated singly or connected togetherin trains. Only one operator is needed, regardless of the number of
vehicles connected together. LRT can operate in many different environ-
ments but, in modern systems, LRT typically operates in its own right-of-way,Since it is not competing for space with other vehicles, LRT service isfaster. LRT lines can be found along freeways, in railroad rights-of-way,and in reserved corridors along city streets. LRT is the trunkline portionof a transit system. It must be supported by a feeder bus system that bringspasGengers to stations, and by park/ride facilities at selected stationswhere car users can park and take LRT to their destinations. LRT stationsare located at bus transfer points along the line.

Key points in the plan are:

1. Six corridors in Ramsey County where LRT should be constructed
in the next 20 years.

2. Ninety-eight thousand to 112,000 people per day are projectedto ride the LRT in Ramsey County by 2010.

3. Estimated cost is $756 to $896 million.

4. Northwest Corridor - The Northwest Corridor is located in the

Arden Hills. It is a northerly extension of the Midway Corridor whichwould provide the connection into downtown St. Paul. Each alignment inthe Northwest Corridor could connect directly to the selected alignment inthe Midway Corridor and thence to either downtown or points beyond.

Proposed Alignments - Three general alignments in the Northwest Corridorare recommended for further study based on an analysis of right-of-wayavailability, land use, traffic conditions and other physical and operationconstraints.

Fairgrounds/Shelling Avenue - In this alternative LRT would operateon an aerial structure through the Fairgrounds; on a new all nmentthrough the University of Minnesota north of the Fairgrounds to Roselawn,in the west frontage road of Snellin Avenue to Count Road B; on anaerial structure through the County Road B interchange; and a"long thewest side of Snelling Avenue from Rosedale to the terminal station justnorth of I-694.

This proposal offers the same law enforcement/police service afforded Roseville
residents at the same cost per capita.

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICE LEVELS

1. Number of Proposed Officers - Five police officers will be added to our

existing Patrol staff, increasing it to thirty six. Four districts will be
staffed twenty four hours a day as indicated on Attachment 1. The 1988
calls are indicated for each district.

Number of Community Service Officers - One Community Service Officer will
be added to our existing staff, increasing it to five. They are responsiblefor animal control, assisting with administrative tasks, assisting Patrol
and Investigative officers as needed and assigned.

1. Reports will be provided daily, monthly, and annually and a Police

3. Supplementary Services - During special events on the State Fairgrounds,
Falcon Heights receives supplementary traffic patrol services. The
special events include: 10 days/year during State Fair - 1 squad/shift;
Fourth of July - 2 squads from approximately 4:00 PM to Midnight;
and National Street Rods Association - average of 2 squads/shift for 3 days,
every 4 years. Additional help has also been available for City functions,
such as the Bike Rodeo, Parade, Ice Cream Social, etc.

The key to our proposal is the fact that it offers the exact same service as

presently enjoyed by the Roseville residents to include a variety of features
described under Service Levels. We propose alternatives to redistricting the
cities being policed, factoring in response time, area and history of calls.
These alternatives are attached as #1 and will be further discussed in a per-
sonal presentation if requested. However, we would like to address the factors
you listed in Proposal Option 4~3 received August 15, 1989, as follows:

4~1. Roseville presently employs 39 sworn officers to 34,474
population ( 1 officer per 884). With Falcon Heights,
population increases to 37,860 and 44 sworn officers ( 1
officer per 860). With Lauderdale, population increases
to 40,315 and 47 sworn officers ( 1 officer per 857).

3. The Roseville City Manager and Police Chief participate in a manage-
ment system that incorporates good communication. This is a necessary
ingredient to success and we have every intention of involving your
City in personnel decisions and budget changes. We welcome your
Administrator to attend the budget sessions involving the Police Chief
and his department. As stated, the Chief or his designate will attend
your City staff meetings without fail and. Council Meetings when/as
requested by your City Administrator or Clerk.

4. Addressed on Service Level section and 4~2 above. I would like to
comment on the 4th of July, as both Roseville and Falcon Heights have
celebrations requiring extra resources. For that resason, we propose
to increase our Reserve strength to 30 from 25. That will also accom-
modate added requirements imposed by the State Fair at minimal costs
to residents.

4i5. This area was touched on in ~~3 above. In addition to that, we provide
monthly, year-to-date and yearly reports to the Council through the
Manager's office. We provide. daily activity reports to the Manager
that have a dual purpose of keeping the media informed with slight
modifications. Examples of these reports are attached for your perusal
Attachment 2). Because Roseville has a computerized management sys-
tem ( ENFORS) available ( since 1981), volumes of information is avail-
able in a timely fashion. Finally, if an unusual incident occurs

homicide, serious assault, etc) or event the media would jump on takes
place, the Chief or his designate immediately notifies the Manager or
or City Administrator. These same features are available to you in
this proposal.

4i6. Number 6 ( omitted).

7. By having Roseville provide law enforcement service to you, your City
enjoys the same professionalism at a historically conservative cost per
resident. We have a professional staff employing a team policing
approach. As previously stated, we also employ a directed patrol
philosophy to allow officers the time required to give personal service.
to our customers. We operate on the concept of managing by objectives
and incorporate results in our Personnel Performance Evaluation System.
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Our department believes in and stresses an active Crime Prevention
Program. The officer responsible for this program was trained at
the Cadillac of schools in Louisville, as was his predecessor.
Emphasis is placed on Neighborhood Watch Programs, business and
residential security surveys, and public demonstrations and
presentations.

We continuously address and develop strategies to battle the war on

drugs. As resources become available, we will expand on programs
already in place and add D.A.R.E. and a Drug Task Force member to
that effort.

Roseville utilizes a user's cost philosophy when appropriate. Some
examples include a false alarm fine policy, charging for fingerprintingvisa's, FBI cards or other request, etc.) and copies of reports to
customers. We discontinued unlocking car doors unless it was an

emergency ( threat to public safety) in 1982 when we discovered 5.9~
of all calls were unlocking cars - usually in the business area

by non-residents. Private business provides this service as partof their business ( lock companies, towing agencies, etc.). Further,it relieved the City of potential litigation risk. This discontinuation
of service was approved by the Council. The time saved by not providingthis duplicated service allowed officers to focus attention on other
public safety areas.

t8. All sworn officers exceed Police Officer Standards and Training ( POST)
requirements at the City through the City budget (department) process.The City is partially reimbursed for this training through the penalty
assessment funds mandated by the state legislature.

Our Community Service Officers are aspiring candidates to the enforce-
ment career field. An employment requirement is they attend
college and they are released within a years period after they graduate
or complete their program.

Our Bicycle Patrol officers are college students and employed for the
months of May to September.

Our Reserve Officers have a variety of backgrounds. A police officer
acts as a liaison between the Reserves and Chief.

The Police Department has a formalized training plan for the sworn
officers for your perusal if so desired.

4~9. The Annual Budget for the City of Roseville (1990) is available on
request, dealing with the amount projected on Page 4~1. This proposalusing the same per capita costs) would become included in that same
format in future years. For now however, see the budget ( Attachment 3)and 4t2 above.
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10. Response time varies depending on the type of call and circumstances
at that time. For example, response to an unattended alarm will be
quicker than response to an alarm where the alarm company has already
responded and checked the building.

On the attached maps our squads overlap by district and time of day,
increasing the liklihood of a nearby squad being free to answer calls.

Our sergeants employ directed patrol, e.g. if they feel there is a

particular problem area that needs attention, they may deploy extra

squads to that area - decreasing response time.

We also employ differential response, e.g. if we are busy, squads will
delay response to non-emergency to spend the appropriate time on the
call they are on. This would increase response time overall.
