2022 Spring Road Restrictions

LOAD

Weight Restrictions (Seasonal)
Weight Restrictions

Axle weight limits are restricted on certain streets within the City of Lake Elmo to protect the streets
from damage when road and weather conditions warrant in accordance with State & City regulations,

All City streets are limited to SEVEN TON AXLE per axle weight limit unless otherwise

posted. Residents are encouraged to plan ahead for moving or construction projects during the spring
thaw season since weight restrictions will be enforced & large trucks will not be allowed on restricted
streets.

Dates

Weight restrictions take effect during the spring thaw season, which is usually around March 1st to
May 15th, dependent upon the weather. City of Lake Elmo follows the Seasonal Load Limits
established by the State of Minnesota. Check the MN DOT website for dates.

Exemptions

No exemptions or permits are given during this time period, except for vehicles responding for
emergency situation.

Streets Regulated
The City of Lake Elmo only regulates the city streets.

All County roads are regulated by Washington County and all Highways are regulated by the State of
Minnesota. Private roads are not regulated by the City, but by the homeowners associations or
designated responsible party. The City does not maintain any information on contracts for private
roads.

Where & How to Place Your Garbage Can

Garbage and recycling containers need to be placed off the
street per MN State Statute 160.2715 (A)(2)

Please Do not place garbage cans in the street. We realize this area is an enlicing location o
g . place garbage cans, but it creates a hazard as it narmows the

travel lanes creating safety concerns. The cans could get hit by

vehicles or create visibility issues. Most garbage trucks are

. equipped with a hydraulic extending arm that grasps garbage
cans. It is recommended that garbage cans be placed at least 3

4 o 5 feet off the edge of pavement, into your driveway, so they

, are out of the way of traffic and maintenance vehicles.

Retrieve your garbage cans soon after collection. Garbage
cans often sit at the roadside on collection day until the
evening. Empty cans are vulnerable to winds and road
maintenance operations and could cause a hazard if knocked
into the roadway. Prompt removal of empty containers is
recommended,

These tips can make garbage collection day safer and easier for all of us. The City of Lake Elmo
thanks you for taking time to read this message!

Water softeners account for up to 65% of the chloride that is
discharged from municipal wastewater treatment plants statewide.

Hard water is pervasive in our state; thus, water softeners are a common fixture in
many Minnesota hames, Conventional water softeners treat hard waler by exchanging
the hard minerals with sodium and potassium ions. When the system is 'full,' it resets
or regenerates by sending a pulse of salt water through the system. Municipal
wastewater treatment plants do NOT treat for chloride, meaning
