2023 Seal Coat Project Starting Next Week

The City of Lake EImo will be seal coating a number of city streets starting the week
of September 4th. The map below shows the affected streets highlighted in pink.

The seal coat application adds approximately 7 years of life to the bituminous by
keeping the moisture from entering the pores and leaching into the sub grade. The
small trap rock chips will be swept up twice after the application and again at the
end of October and next spring.

Here is some info about recent and upcoming events:

Minnesota Caves w/ Dr. Greg Brick: On
September 14 at 7 p.m. we welcome Dr. Greg
Brick, who will lecture on the history and lore of
caves in Minnesota. Minnesota has many caves,
some known nationally. Carver's was the earliest
cave in what is now the US to be described in
published literature after Jonathan Carver's visit
ten years before the Revolution. Fountain Cave
was the birthplace of the capital city, St. Paul. Specialized uses included for beer,
cheese, mushrooms, and as nightclubs. Mystery and Niagara are the state’s best
known show caves. Far north, the violent waves of Lake Superior hammered out
caves accessible only by kayak. Other caves were purely mythical. Learn about
all of them from the geclogist who wrote the book on the subject. Copies
available for purchase.
