Mayor Johnston called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
PRESENT: Mayor Johnston, Council Members Smith, Park & Pearson

Also Present: City Administrator Zuleger, Attorney Snyder, City Engineer Griffin, Planning Director Klatt,
Finance Director Bendel, and Interim City Clerk Luczak.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:

City Administrator Zuleger requested that one item be added to the Consent Agenda #5a, resolution related to
2012 abatements to Washington County.

MOTION: Council Member Smith moved to approve the April 3, 2012 City Council Agenda as amended.
Council Member Pearson seconded the motion. The motion passed 4-0.

ACCEPTED MINUTES:

The March 20, 2012 City Council Minutes were accepted by consensus of the City Council.
'UBLIC COMMENTS / INQUIRIES:

None

REPORTS:

Mayor Johnston reported he attended the Stillwater Chamber of Commerce City area meeting.

City Administrator Zuleger reported to the Council that the Newsletter will be mailing within a week. He
continues to meet with residents on storm water appeals and 12 out of 24 are settled. The Council was
updated on the Red Zone letters mailed to residents on Highland Trail informing and addressing the residents
speeding concerns. Dean received notice from the Tri-Lakes Association that the DNR will provide 160 hours
of watercraft inspections on Olson and Demontreville Lakes reducing the City’s cost to $750. The City met
with the Toll Bros. developers about their request for a senior and assisted living development. The 1-94
Corridor discussions have received positive feedback from landowners. The April 10" Workshop presentations
will address the 2010 Census Data, Stillwater Chamber of Commerce and 1-94 Development. Staff and Council
Retreat is scheduled for April 2012.

City Attorney Snyder stated the detachment proceedings are in the courts, Well No. 4 site acquisition delayed
and updating administrative penalties.

City Engineer Griffin reported that Well No. 4 closing has been pushed back to mitigate the encroachment
easement of Valley Branch Watershed District. The Design Variance from State Aid Operations was denied on
a technicality March 22, 2012, but options may still be available.

Planning Director Klatt informed the Council the Open House with the Village Work Group was well attended.

and one alignment along the west ditch. County participation would continue to be pursued as part of the
Report.

Council discussed the Feasibility Study and the costs and asked questions about future sewer extensions
beyond the scope of this initial sewer extension, including policy issues related to properties connecting to
Oakdale sewer. Council Member Smith asked about a fairness equity policy, assessment to all regardless of a
hook-up or not, and a compliance deferment option for residents. Mayor Johnston and Engineer Griffin were
advocates for the infrastructure to be in place, and the Feasibility Study is the opportunity to get the facts and
address the resident's concerns. Council Member Smith asked if the costs could be offset if the
infrastructure was in place. Council Member Pearson agreed that a Feasibility Study was needed as
there were too many unknowns.

Tony Haider, 4575 Olson Trail, spoke in favor of the sewer system.

MOTION: Mayor Johnston moved to authorize an approximate $4,000.00 expenditure for a Feasibility Study
for a joint sanitary sewer extension project with the City of Oakdale with the costs to be assessed back to
property owners if the project goes ahead; and requested the City Engineer to further review additional
potential service areas from 50th Street to 4415 Olson Lake Road. Council Member Park seconded the
motion. The motion passed 4-0.

LOT AREA (SIZE) AND WIDTH VARIANCE - 5577 LAKE ELMO AVENUE

’lanning Director Klatt updated the Council about the variance request to subdivide the 5.11 acre lot into two
new smaller lots. The property is currently zoned Rural Residential which requires a minimum of 10 acres. The
Planning Commission supported the draft findings to deny the request based on the following: The proposed
lot split is not a reasonable use of property and does not represent practical difficulties for the applicant, any
practical difficulties that exist were created by the landowner, and the proposed variances would take an
existing non-conforming lot and create two non-conforming lots.

Council Members and Planning Director Klatt discussed the potential for consolidation of driveways that could
address access and safety concerns; however, Klatt noted that existing easements would likely not allow for
additional private or public access. Mayor Johnston discussed that he thought the proposed variance was not
consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan. Council Member Smith asked about the City’'s water
infrastructure and the Open Space Developments that will support it in the future.

James Delaplain 16230 4" Ave. N., Plymouth, attorney representing applicant, questioned the “practical
difficulties” and noted that they were not applicable as stated in the Findings of Fact. The lot split would be a
reasonable use of the property, but the applicant would need to request driveway approval from the Council.

Steven Weber, 5577 Lake Elmo Ave., commented that it had been his parent’s intent to split the lot and
preserve the rural characteristics of the area.

Eileen Bergmann, 5500 Lake EImo Ave., reviewed the history of the property stating she and husband sold the
property to the applicant’s father, Ron Weber, in 1978. At that time, the City’s zoning code required a minimum
of five acres. She expressed concern about the City setting precedent for other rural property owners.

Lil Linder, 9255 15" St., expressed frustration over an access gate off of Klondike Ave. that prevented access
into the park in this location. Council Member Pearson discussed non-motorized access on Klondike Ave.

Administrator Zuleger recommended that the Council place the petition on file and provide copies to the
Planning and Parks Commission. The City will review the No Parking signs on 15" Street, and talk with
the Washington County Sheriff's Office to determine signage.

MOTION: Council Member Smith moved to place on file the Petition from the 15" Street neighborhood and to
share this petition with the Planning and Parks Commissions. Mayor Johnston seconded he motion. Motion
passed 4-0.

2012 CITY OF LAKE ELMO PROGRAM OF WORK CALENDAR

City Administrator Zuleger provided the perspective for the 2nd Quarter, stating that several items were already
completed. Budget discussions will be conducted earlier. Dean is currently reviewing on office efficiency,
code enforcement penalties, nuisance enforcement, building growth, and meeting with residents about
stormwater appeals. The 1|-94 Corridor discussions have received positive feedback from landowners.
Discussion of Parks and Trails, and Fall Festival plans will be forthcoming by June.

Council Member Smith updated the Council that the 2011 Fall Festival financials are completed.

Re: General Fund Revenue/Expenditures through 1** Quarter 2012 (Unaudited)

The attached report details the key year to day revenue and expense activity for the City of Lake
Elmo General Fund for the 1** Quarter of 2012, Each future quarter will be added to this report
to have a good snapshot of where actual activity is at year to date compared to budget. The
larger variances are highlighted below: |

Revenues:

e General Contractor licenses to date are at 89% of budget due to a much larger volume of
construction activity that anticipated in the budget. |

* MSA-Maintenance to date is at 58% of budget and this is the first of two installments.
The full year will be $12k over budget.

e Assessment searches to date are at 90% of budget due to a coordinated effort to make
sure to charge for all search requests. On average 5 searches are done per week due to an
increased volume of activity in the housing market.

e Miscellaneous revenue reflects assets sold to date. The Fire Department sold a group of
older pagers for $1.6k and the Public Works Department sold the 1989 Chevy 1 ton and a
1979 Roscoe Roller for a combined total of $4.5k.

e Internal charges reflect the service fee charged for processing performed related to the
library card reimbursements. Through Q1, 372 library card reimbursements have been
processed at a reimbursement of $2 each.

Expenses:

All departments are well below their 25% of budget and continue to identify and implement any
cost saving measures. A few key items to note:

e Although the winter was far milder than anticipated, as a result of Public Works having to
pre-order salt and sand for the upcoming season, no cost savings will be seen until the fall
of 2012 when the City will be able to greatly reduce the order for the next season.

The project
Certificate of Completion has been prepared by the City Engineer, and the one-year warranty
period has been established. Pay Request No. 1 (and Final Payment) in the amount of $35,792.50
has been requested by the Contractor, Kimmes-Bauer Well Drilling, Inc., based upon actual
quantities installed.

The original construction contract to Kimmes-Bauer was in the amount of $32,765.00 based
upon estimated quantities.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: The MPCA, through the Regional Council of Mayors, is
offering 27 no cost employees (typically a recent college graduate) to communities to begin work
in September 2012 in the areas of energy conservation, recycling, urban forestry, stormwater,
local foods and bike/ped/complete streets.

STAFF REPORT: As the community begins to look at sustainable growth, the need for
“bodies” will increase to accomplish certain projects that will be critical for balance. After an
internal review, the staff believes that an AmeriCorps member could aid in four areas:

1. Establish a formal recycling program;
2. Advocate for increased participation in our stormwater programs;
3. Organize and improve our ped/bike trail system.

In addition, AmeriCorps members come with experience in urban forestry and energy
conservation. If successful in the process, the City Administrator will transition the “Kriegler”
position (which has handled many of these issues) to a communication / park programming
function to place a greater emphasis on taxpayer service and immediate need.

RECOMMENDATION: The City Council, through consent, approves the City Administrator
making application to the MPCA for an AmeriCorps member to be placed in Lake Elmo for an
11 month assignment beginning in September of 2012.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: In February of 2012, the City Council approved an
application to participate in the Mn/DOT Community Roadside Landscaping Partnership
Program and to authorize staff member Nick Johnson to serve as the primary contact person for
the application.

The Mn/DOT Community Landscaping Partnership Program provides a venue through which
cities, residents, and the State work together on landscaping projects to beautify highway rights-
of-way. The grant funds cover costs related to the purchase of landscaping materials while the
City staff and community residents provide the manual labor.

The City has utilized this same grant program to beautify areas along State Highway 5 on four
previous occasions.

The project completed in 2007 near Carriage Station Park resulted in the planting of 60 trees
with assistance by approximately 35 volunteers. The project completed in 2008 was also
successful and resulted in the planting of many shrubs and trees south of Carriage Station Park.
The planting in 2009 resulted in $12,400 worth of landscaping material (paid for by Mn/DOT)
beautifying Highway 5 and the Fields of St. Croix 2" Addition entrance. Finally, the plantings
in 2011 occurred along HWY-5 near Wildflower Shores and to the West of Manning Ave. near

ORDINANCE NO. 08-054

AN ORDINANCE ADDING TO THE LAKE ELMO CITY CODE OF ORDINANCES BY
ADDING TO CHAPTER 110 OF THE BUSINESS REGULATIONS: BUSINESS
REGULATIONS TO PROMOTE THE ORDERLY, COMPATIBLE AND SAFE USE OF
PROPERTY FOR TEMPORARY SPECIAL EVENTS AND TO ASSURE ADEQUATE
PROVISION OF PARKING, TRAFFIC, SANITARY FACILITIES, UTILITIES, PEACE
AND TRANQUILITY OF RESIDENTIAL NEIGHBORHOODS AND SAFETY

SERVICES '

SECTION 1. The City Council of the City of Lake Elmo hereby amends Title XI: Business
Regulations; Chapter 110 — General Licensing Provisions, by adding the following
language:

§ 110.070 SPECIAL EVENT PERMITS.

(A) Purpose and intent. The purpose of this Chapter is to promote the orderly, compatible
and safe use of property for temporary special events and to assure adequate provision of
parking, traffic, sanitary facilities, utilities, peace and tranquility of residential neighborhoods
and safety services.

(B) A Special Event shall include the following:

(1) Any temporary, privately-sponsored event, typically conducted outdoors, open to
the general public, held on public or privately owned property that will be attended by over 100
people within a 24-hour period where such event would not otherwise be permitted under the
City’s zoning regulations.

(2) An Agricultural Sales Business as defined in Section 11.01 that is conducted for
less than three (3) months in any calendar year. A Special Event Permit for an Agricultural Sales
Business may be issued once per year and for no more than two consecutive years.

(C) Exceptions: “Special Event” shall not apply to the following:

(1) Any permanent place of worship, stadium, athletic field, arena, theatre,
auditorium, or fairs conducted pursuant to Minn. Stats. Chapter 38.
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(e) Food Service. The operator of the special event shall be responsible for
securing any permits, if necessary, from the Washington County Health Department for any food
services that are made available on the premises.

(f) Fire Protection. The permitee shall, at his/her own expense, take adequate
steps to insure fire protection as determined by the City of Lake Elmo Fire Chief.

(g) Duration of Special Event. The permitee shall operate the special event
only on those days and during the hours specified on the permit.

(h) Cleanup Plan. The special event applicant is responsible for clean up of
the site upon completion of the special event, and shall specify the amount of time anticipated to
restore the site to its pre-event condition as part of an application. Any clean up or restoration
work required by the City may be charged to the applicant. Any City service that requires
overtime will be at the expense of the applicant.

(1) Waiver. The City Councilmay grant a waiver from the requirements of
this Chapter in any particular case where the applicant can show that strict compliance with this
Chapter would cause exceptional and undue hardship by reason of the nature of the special event
or by reason of the fact that the circumstances make the requirement of this Chapter unnecessary.
Such waiver must be granted without detriment to the public health, safety or welfare and
without impairing the intent and purpose of these regulations.

() Insurance. Before the issuance of a permit, the permitee shall obtain
public liability insurance and property damage insurance with limits determined by the City
Council if reasonably determined necessary. Such insurance shall remain in full force and effect
in the specified amounts for the duration of the permit. Evidence of insurance shall include an
endorsement to the effect that the insurance company will notify the City Clerk in writing at least
ten (10) days before the expiration or cancellation of said insurance.

(k) Miscellaneous. Prior to the issuance of a permit, the City Council, may
impose any other conditions reasonably calculated to protect the health, safety and welfare of
persons, attendant or of the citizens of the City of Lake Elmo including, but not limited to,
restrictions on parking and vehicle access, lighting, litter and noise.

(2) In addition to the requirements listed above, the following shall also apply to a
Special Event Permit for an Agricultural Sales Business:

(a) All performance standards as specified in Section 154.110 for Agricultural
Sales Businesses. The City Council, may exempt the applicant from any of these standards that
are deemed unnecessary given the nature or duration of the event.

(F) Apphlication Procedures.

(1) A written application for a Special Event Permit shall be filed on forms provided
by the City with the City Administrator not less than thirty (30) days before the date proposed for
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SECTION 2. Effective Date
This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon adoption and publication in the official
newspaper of the City of Lake Elmo.
