Mayor Johnston called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
PRESENT: Mayor Johnston, Council Members Emmons, Smith, & Pearson

Also Present: City Administrator Zuleger, Attorney Snyder, City Engineer Griffin, Planning Director Klatt, City
Clerk Thone, Fire Chief Malmquist, and Finance Director Bendel.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:

City Administrator Zuleger asked that a Closed Session be added to the agenda to discuss recent
developments with regard to the negotiations for purchase of real estate for the library use. Council Member
Emmons asked that Item 6 on the consent agenda be moved to the regular agenda and Council Member
Pearson asked that Item 8 on the consent agenda be moved to the regular agenda.

MOTION: Council Member Smith moved to approve the May 1, 2012 City Council Agenda as amended.
Council Member Pearson seconded the motion. The motion passed 4-0.

ACCEPTED MINUTES:

The April 17, 2012 City Council Minutes were accepted as amended with one change to the total for the
financial disbursements by consensus of the City Council.

PUBLIC COMMENTS/INQUIRIES:

Greg Stopka, Central Regional Director with the Alliance for Innovation gave a presentation to encourage the
City of Lake Elmo to become a member in the organization to transform local government, advance community
excellence through leading ideas and emerging practices mainly through webinars and workshops and access
to case study results and members worldwide. City Administrator Zuleger added he would forgo his
membership in ICMA at $900 annually and put the money towards membership in Alliance for Innovation which
would cost $1825 annually and include all employees as he believes this is the best management practice
group he has observed for local government and the program allows training with no added travel
requirements. Council Member Pearson and Council Member Smith expressed their support for the program.

REPORTS:
Council Member Emmons reported he recently attended some beneficial sustainability training.

Council Member Smith reported the planning for the Lake Elmo Fall Festival on September 8, 2012 will begin
this week.

Mayor Johnston reported the council/staff retreat was successful. The board of review was completed this past
week, he attended the Rasmussen College open house, and the Metro Cities annual meeting where he was
re-elected to a three year term on the board of directors. He attended a meeting of the leadership group at the
Mahtomedi School District and discussed a Highway 36 Corridor Plan with other cities and made plans to
further discuss a united plan. He reported he had meetings regarding the park and rides, met with a Village
land owner requesting additional information on future plans for the area and gave the prayer for officials at the
Woodbury Prayer Breakfast.

ITEM 8: APPROVE BUDGET ADJUSTMENT/DESIGNATION AND DONATION FOR MAINTENANCE OF
HISTORIC DISTRICT 12 SCHOOL HOUSE

Council Member Pearson expressed his hesitation for approving the donation citing with the information
available to him at this time, it did not meet his threshold for donations of city funds. Mayor Johnston and
Council Member Emmons explained their support for the donation.

MOTION: Mayor Johnston moved to approve ltem 8. Council Member Emmons seconded the motion. The
motion passed 3-1, Council Member Pearson: Nay.

REGULAR AGENDA:
ITEM 9: PURCHASE OF LAKE ELMO FIRE DEPARTMENT TURNOUT GEAR

City Administrator Zuleger explained his support for the purchase of turnout gear for the fire department, citing
safety concerns that needed to be addressed. He asked the City Council to approve turnout gear for the fire
department to meet current safety standards in the amount of $42,388 (at a forty-two percent discount), funds
allocated in the 2011 surplus fund, to purchase 21 sets of firefighter personal protective equipment from
Municipal Services, Inc. Fire Chief Malmquist further explained the justification for the purchase and Lake
Elmo Firefighters highlighted the turnout gear and the most significant features.

MOTION: Council Member Smith moved to approve the Purchase of 21 Sets of Lake Elmo Fire Department
Turnout Gear in the Amount of $42,388 from Municipal Services, Inc. Council Member Pearson seconded the
notion. The motion passed 4-0.

ITEM 10: COUNCIL DISCUSSION OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY (EDA)

City Administrator Zuleger discussed the city’s philosophy with regard to sustainable, planned and balanced
growth. He explained four of the five top goals coming out of the retreat were centered on growth, exemplifying
mindful and thoughtful growth. He presented the options for the EDA and other development tools and
stressed the need to properly clarify and define the parameters of future growth. Mayor Johnston agreed that
additional information on this topic would be helpful before making a decision. Council Member Pearson
expressed his support for the EDA and development tools and stated this was a step in the right direction in
being prepared and changing the perception of the city in a positive manner.  Council Member Smith
expressed her support for these beneficial development tools to help bring forth the vision for the city
discussed at the retreat. Council Member Emmons expressed his support for development tools used
mindfully. City Attorney Snyder recommended council advise staff to mock up the EDA documents to
gain a better understanding of what an EDA is and does to which council responded in the affirmative.

ITEM 11: AUTHORIZATION TO PURCHASE LANDSCAPE MATERIAL FOR MNDOT LANDSCAPE
PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM PLANTING

City Planner Klatt explained staff was requesting council to authorize the purchase of landscape material for
MnDOT Landscape Partnership Program planting project. Staff is recommending the purchase through
Abrahamson Nursery in the amount of $17,016 with a two-year warranty. He stated although the bid was not
the lowest, it was under the $18,200 reimbursable amount, was the only complete submission and did include
the two-year warranty. He reminded everyone to meet on June second in the Lake Elmo Bank parking lot at
9:00 a.m. to be a part of the planting project.

Re: General Fund Revenue/Expenditures through April 30, 2012 (Unaudited)

The attached reports detail the year to date revenue and expense activity for the City of Lake
Elmo General Fund by month through April 2012. Included is a one page roll up snapshot
summary as well as a detailed report by department. The larger variances are highlighted below:

Revenues:

® General Contractor licenses to date have exceeded the full year budget by 8.75%. It is
anticipated that this trend will continue.

e The Cable Commission reimbursement was received for $39,949.50 was received in
April and was 9.45% over the budgeted amount. This is a once a year reimbursement.

e Assessment searches to date are at 150% of budget due to a coordinated effort to make
sure to charge for all search requests. On average 5 searches are done per week due to an
increased volume of activity in the housing market.

e Miscellaneous revenue reflects assets sold to date as well as a refund received related to
the annual Work Comp audit based on actual wages and experience rating for 2011. The
Work Comp refund amount was $6.8k and will be reallocated to the respective
departments in May.

e Internal charges reflect the service fee charged for processing performed related to the
library card reimbursements. Through April, 410 library card reimbursements have been
processed at a reimbursement of $2 each.

Expenses:

All departments are at or well below their 33.33% of budget as all Departments continue to strive
to identify and implement any cost saving measures. A few key items to note:

e Some recurring expense items show zero for January which stands out. This is a result of
moving the expense back to December when the expense was incurred for year end.

FISCAL IMPACT: The funds have been allocated in the 2012 budget in the Building — City Hall Fund
and total $15, 925 for new carpet, new tile and new paint for the city hall facility.

STAFF REPORT: In efforts to maintain the City Hall facility staff recommends approval of the facility
improvements including new carpeting, tile and paint. Competitive quotes were obtained. The following
quotes were obtained for purchase of carpet and tile, trim, floor prep, installation and haul away:

Froggy’s Carpet Shop, Inc. $16,349
Fantastic Floors, Inc. $15,325

We have chosen Fantastic Floors at a bid of $15,325 for the carpet and tile purchase and installation as
they have submitted the most competitive bid and we have received exemplary service and response times
to date. In addition we have received a bid from Sherwin Williams in the amount of $600 for paint for the
interior city hall. The total expenditure for this facility upgrade totals $15,925.

RECOMMENDATION: Based upon the above background information and staff report, staff
recommends that the City Council approve a facility update that includes the purchasing and installation
of carpeting and tile in addition to the purchase of paint for the interior walls of the City Hall facility.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Mr. Johnson was hired in the summer of 2011 as the
Planning Intern for Lake Elmo on a short-term basis, and completed his internship before
returning to the second year of his master’s program at the Hubert H. Humphrey Institute of
Public Affairs. With the resignation of the City Planner last fall, Staff presented a plan to the
Council for covering the staffing needs within the department on a temporary basis, part of
which included the hiring of an interim City Planner. Nick’s schedule allowed him to fill this
position while still attending school. The position has averaged around 20 hours each week since
the first of the year.

In order to address the long term staffing needs within the department, Staff would like to fill the
vacant Planner position, and has offered the position to Mr. Johnson, who could start working on
a full-time basis since he will be graduating in May, with a tentative starting date of May 29,
2012. At this point, Staff is seeking Council affirmation of this hiring in order to make this
decision official.

STAFF REPORT: The offer of employment includes a base salary of $45,000 with the
complementary benefits offered to all City of Lake Elmo full-time equivalent employees. This
salary, in addition to the benefits, falls in line with the amount budgeted for salaries in 2012 for
the Planning Department. The position would be a full-time (40 hours per week), salaried
position that would assume the duties as described in the current job description for the City

SUMMARY AND ACTION REQUESTED: The City Council is being asked to consider a
request to amend the Conditional Use Permit for the Oakdale Gun Club. A conditional use
permit must be approved by the City if the applicant meets the criteria for granting such a permit
as specified by City Code. Specifically, the Council is required to review the request and
consider the effect of the proposed use upon the health, safety, morals, convenience, and general
welfare of occupants of surrounding lands, existing and anticipated traffic conditions including
parking facilities on adjacent streets and land, the effect on utility and school capacities, the
effect on property values of property in the surrounding area, and the effect of the proposed use
on the Comprehensive Plan. The City 1s required to grant an amendment to a conditional use
permit if the conditions in the ordinance are demonstrably met by the applicant.

If approved, the amendment would allow for the construction of cementitous sidewalls and
overhead baffling on several of the existing gun ranges within the facility. The changes to the
property are requested in order to improve safety throughout the property and to reduce the
amount of noise being deflected off-site. Staff is recommending approval of the request. The
attached Staff report includes a detailed review of the application along with the Staff
recommendation.

the driveway was located. She expressed concern that the proposed structures would be
visible from 10" Street.

e Richard McNamara, 10321 10 Street North, stated that he is not complaining about the
proposed amendment, but that he would like the see the potential health and safety issues
associated with the Gun Club further studied.

The Commission general discussed the proposed improvements, and suggested that additional
evergreen planting be provided in specific portions of the site to help mitigate the noise from the
site and to minimize the visual impacts of the proposed structures.

The Planning Commission adopted a motion to recommend approval of the CUP amendment
with the conditions drafted by Staff and with an additional condition as follows:

e The applicant shall plant conifer trees in the general vicinity of the old driveway entrance
to the site and in the southeastern corner of the site of sufficient capacity to provide
additional screening and sound buffering. These trees shall be documented on a
landscape plan to be reviewed and approved by the Planning Director and implemented
as part of the building permit for the proposed structures.

The Commission adopted the above motion with a vote of five ayes to one nay.

RECOMMENDATION: Based upon the above background information, Staff report and

regulate the site, including the hours of operation. A brief summary of the legislation
is attached to this report, in addition to an opinion provided by the City Attorney on
this matter in 2008.

The changes proposed for the property are intended to help reduce the overall impacts
from the facility by enclosing and mitigating some of the shooting activity that
presently takes place on the site. There are no other changes proposed at this time,
although as the club continues to makes improvements to their property, it is very
likely that the City will be involved in additional reviews of this site.

Reviewing this request requires that all general CUP criteria be examined. For these
types of applications, the burden is on the City to show why the use should not be
permitted due to impacts that cannot be controlled by reasonable conditions.

1. Effects on the health, safety, morals, convenience, or general welfare of
surrounding lands.

In the early 1980’s the City of Lake Elmo conducted an extensive review of the
Oakdale Gun Club and developed a list of conditions that have been applied to this
day to the present day. As part of the 2008 permit request Staff visited the site and
found that the club was operating in accordance with the City’s requirements at that
time. One of the key factors that Staff recommends that the Planning Commission
consider as part of its review is whether or not the proposed changes will create any
external impacts beyond what presently occurs on the site. In this case, the addition of
sidewalls and overhead baffling should reduce the overall impacts from the site by
adding additional protections to ensure that bullets to not stray from the individual
shooting ranges.

The proposed work will not alter the current shooting ranges in any manner and will
not result in any increase in activity beyond what is already occurring on the site.
Staff finds that this criterion is satisfied.

2. Traffic & Parking conditions.

Because the proposed improvements will not create any new ranges or expand the
capacity of any existing ranges, no additional traffic or demand for parking beyond the
situation will be generated by the project. Adding the sidewalls and baffling to
existing ranges does not increase the ability of the Gun Club to accommodate
additional users in any manner. The amount of traffic and parking associated with the
proposed use will continue to be consistent with the existing operation. Staff finds
that this criterion is met.

If, on May 28, 2005, the City's shooting range standards relating to days and hours
of operation were more restrictive than those adopted by Minnesota Statutes Chapter
87A, the more restrictive local standards would apply. Lake Eimo standards permit
the discharge of firearms daily between 8:00 a.m. and Y2 hour before dusk. The
State Regulations would allow discharge of firearms daily between 7:00 a.m. and
10:00 p.m. In this case, the City's standard for time of discharge of firearm would
apply because the standard was in effect on May 28, 2005 and is more restrictive.

Future amendments to the City's Standard for shooting ranges must be consistent
with the provisions of Minnesota Statutes Chapter 87A.

Will all shooting ranges need to be built to the same level or degree?

No. The performance standards are recommendations, and are site specific. In urban or suburban
settings, more people can be affected by an operating shooting range. In these settings, where projectile
containment is absolutely necessary, all safeguards necessary must be taken to ensure that all bullets
shot on the range stay on the range property. This concept should be also used as the basis for any range
that 1s built, but the number of required safeguards installed will likely be fewer in a more rural setting. .
Sound containment must also be installed that will make sure the range in compliance with Chapter
87A. These will also vary, based on the level of local population density.

The Game and Fish Laws of Minnesota restrict the discharge of a firearm to 500 or more feet
away from a residence while hunting, uniess permission is granted to be closer. Does this standard
apply under Chapter 87A? ‘

No. Shooting ranges and preserves are allowed to have bows and firearms discharged within their
boundaries, provided that all projectiles remain on the shooting range. The difference here is that the
Game and Fish laws refer only to hunting situations on private lands.

Chapter 87A references a range operatior becoming a nonconforming use. What does this mean?

Local zoning definitions governing land uses are subject to change, due to land use changes such as
residential development. If local zoning changes take place that make a shooting range a nonconforming
use where it had previously been allowed to operate, the range operator has the ability to improve the
safety and sound conditions of the range, in order to maintain and continue the operation of the range.

Should shooting range operators be concerned that a law pertaining to shooting ranges is now in
effect?

No, not at all. Shooting range operators in Minnesota are allowed to maintain the operation of their
facilities, provided they are operated safely, conform to sound level standards, and maintain reasonable
operating hours. Most shooting ranges are set in relatively rural and undeveloped land areas. Nothing in
Chapter 87A will negatively affect these ranges. Instead, when other development occurs on adjacent
land, the range will be given the opportunity to continue operating, and not be subject to closure due to
that change.

SUMMARY AND ACTION REQUESTED: The City Council is being asked to consider a
request from Christ Lutheran Church, 11194 36th Street North, for a variance to install holding
tanks that will replace an existing non-compliant subsurface sewage treatment on its site. The
proposal involves the installation of three tanks with a capacity of 1,500 gallons each that will be
used for longer than a 12 month period of time. The Washington County regulations pertaining
to subsurface sewage treatment systems (SSTS), which have been adopted by reference by the
City of Lake Elmo, do not allow the use of holding tanks beyond 12 months.

The recommended motion to act on this request is as follows:

“Move to approve Resolution 2012- approving a variance to allow the use of holding
tanks for longer than 12 months at 11194 36" Street North.”

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: The attached Planning Commission report includes a
detailed review of the application along with the original Staff recommendation to the
Commission. Should the Council support the Planning Commission recommendation for
approval of the request, the attached resolution reflects the findings that were adopted by the
Commission. If the Council decides to deny the variance, it will need to work with staff to
develop findings of fact that are supportive of this decision. Staff has suggested how such
findings could be constructed under the alternate actions presented below.

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT: The Planning Commission reviewed the variance
request at its May 7, 2012 meeting and conducted a public hearing at this time. At the hearing,
the Commission received public testimony from one neighboring property owner who expressed
concern that the additional pumping that would be required to service the holding tanks would
add traffic and noise to the neighborhood beyond the current amount. It was noted that the

2. The there is nothing unique about the applicants property that would warrant the
granting of a variance.

3. That the variance would alter the essentially character of the locality, and that the
surrounding properties are similar in size, shape, density, and usage by allowing
the continued use and expansion of a facility that has not yet been provided with
municipal sewer service.

4. That the proposed variance would negatively impact the adjacent properties and
traffic in the area by increasing the frequency of pumping vehicles visiting the
site.

B. Approving the request but with the two conditions of approval as originally

recommended by Staff. The City Engineer has expressed concern that granting the
variance would allow the church to continue using and expanding the property in
advance of the City’s sewer project, which could potentially result in a decreased interest
in an eventual sewer connection. If the applicant is requesting rights that do not presently
exist on the site, Staff does not believe it i1s an unreasonable trade-off to require the
waiver of a future right concerning sewer assessments. Under the state law pertaining to
such assessments, the City can only request reimbursement for any benefits received by a
property owner from a project, but the City will have already given the Church some of
these benefits by approving the use of holding tanks. Staff views the original conditions
as a way to protect the City’s financial interested in the future. These conditions were
recommended as follows:

1. The applicant shall to enter into an Agreement with the City waiving their right to
appeal their assessment for the extension of Municipal Sanitary Sewer when a
project to serve this property is initiated by the City. A non-binding letter as
submitted does not fulfill this requirement.

It is the only
church located within the City’s central business district, and it is surrounded by
commercial and residential structures with a variety of setbacks and building sizes.

7) That the proposed variance will not alter the essential character of the locality in which
the property in question is located. Specific findings: That the proposed holding tanks
will not change the essential character of the locality because tanks will be installed
below grade and will not be visible to surrounding properties. The City’s central
business district is comprised of a wide mix of commercial and residential uses, many
of which are located very close or immediately adjacent to public right-of-way.

8) That the proposed variance will not impair an adequate supply of light and air to property
adjacent to the property in question or substantially increase the congestion of the public
streets or substantially diminish or impair property values within the neighborhood.
Specific findings: That the proposed holding tanks will not alter or increase any of the
existing traffic patterns in the surrounding neighborhood beyond what would
reasonably be expected within the Lake Elmo Village area.

CONCLUSIONS AND DECISION

Based on the foregoing, the Applicants’ application for a Variance is granted, provided the
following conditions are met: '

1. That the applicant enter into an agreement with the City to connect to the public sanitary

We have received the supplemental submittal documentation for the variance request from Christ Lutheran

Church (11194 36" Street) to install holding tanks for more than 12 months for their septic system. The following
additional items were received:

e Cover letter dated April 3, 2012.

e Letter from Licensed Septic System Designer, received April 19, 2012,

¢ Septic System Management Plans for west side and east side holding tank systems.

¢ Updated Septic System Plan, prepared by Busch Architects, Inc., and March 28,2012.

From the Engineer’s perspective, this application is now complete when combined with the previous submittal
materials.

Engineering Review Comments:

The applicant has certified that the current septic system cannot support the facility into the future and that the
property has no viable location for a compliant subsurface sewage treatment replacement system. Holding tanks
appear to be the only viable solution until municipal sanitary sewer service can be extended to the property.
However, the reliance on holding tanks as a long-term solution is not a recommended practice. Accordingly,
Washington County requires a variance for the use of holding tanks for a period longer than 12 months. The
County relies on the local government unit to provide this variance.

Engineering recommends the following condition of approval should the Council choose to grant this variance;
1. The applicant should be required to enter into an Agreement with the City waiving their right to appeal
their assessment for the extension of Municipal Sanitary Sewer when a project to serve this property is

initiated by the City. A non-binding letter as submitted does not fulfill this requirement.

2. The applicant should be required to submit copies of all septic tank pumping records to the City on a
quarterly basis.

SUMMARY _AND ACTION REQUESTED: On April 20-21%, 2012 the City Council and
Management Staff of the City of Lake Elmo engaged in a two-day planning and development
retreat for the purpose of setting strategic and ongoing goals for 2012 and beyond. During the
retreat the Council / Staff were asked to develop a Mission Statement, Vision Statement and a
Statement of Values to be used as guiding principles for the governance of the community. Key
to this process was the formal of adoption of the consensus-based Mission Statement, Vision
Statement and Statement of Values and the proclamation of same through City communication
means.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Through both small workgroups and a modified nominal
group process, the City Council and Staff developed two alternatives for a general Mission
Statement (what we do) and two alternatives for a Vision Statement (what we want to be).
Similarly, the retreat participants developed a list of core values that would act as a public
statement of how City Officials and Staff will conduct themselves on a day-to-day basis (see
attached). These principles were recorded by Retreat Facilitator Don Salverda and presented to
the City Administrator for further action.

At the May 15, 2012 Council Meeting, members of the elected body will be asked to select one
of two proposed Mission Statement, select one of two proposed Vision Statements, and to
formally adopt the mutually agreed upon Statement of Values.

STAFF REPORT: The City Administrator has reviewed the proposed Mission Statements,
Vision Statements, and Statement of Values for accuracy of content, feasibility and general
purpose.

Option #2) , and the Statement of Values reflect the general consensus of the retreat.

SUMMARY AND ACTION REQUESTED: To create a formal appeal process and equitable
credit policy for the City of Lake Elmo’s Surface Water Utility Fee Schedule”

“To Adopt a Surface Water Utility Fee Appeal Process Based on Individual Property Impact
On Surface Water Run-Off - AND - to establish a Surface Water Utility Fee Credit Policy
Based on Intentional, Measureable Retention Efforts by the Property Landowner”.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: The City of Lake Elmo has established a Surface Water
Utility with the intent to manage surface water flow and mitigate any effects of suspended solids
and other adulterants traveling in surface water run-off to lakes, ponds and streams in the
community. The Surface Water Utility also serves a vital role in the prevention of erosion caused
by surface water run-off. The current base fee is $50 /per resident and for larger parcels increases
based on an equivalent run-off unit that correlates to impervious surface impact. As part of the
management of utility fee collections / management, the City of Lake Elmo allowed for property
owners to appeal the allocated fee. However, no formal process has been established to arbitrate
appeals.

STAFF REPORT: At the request of the Council, the City Administrator and the Finance
Director-Designee began a review of the Surface Water Utility Account with special attention
given to past due balances and property owner appeals dating back as far as 2008. Specifically,
21 appeals have been left unattended with balances as high as +$20,000 without any formal
review. The City Administrator has been handling each of these appeals personally to develop
benchmarks for appeal and to establish a prudent credit policy for those property owners who
intentionally retain surface water or whose property has minimal impact on surface water run-
off. A financial hardship consideration has also been examined where the property has a
negligible impact on surface water.

5. Establish an economic hardship policy for the reduction of surface water utility
fees.

The following policy will be adopted no later than June 1, 2012 to allow for adequate time
for policy implementation. In addition, staff is directed to use their best judgment in
negotiating and collecting past due receivables using the aforementioned five-point policy
structure as a guideline for settlement.

Alternatively, the City Council may agree to eliminate the appeal process and use the
current formulaic calculation to assess / collect all current and future surface water fees.

SUMMARY AND ACTION REQUESTED: To consider a two-year repayment schedule from
the Lake Elmo Library Board to the City of Lake Elmo for the purchase of a building for use of a
public library facility.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: In March, the City of Lake Elmo, in concert with the City
of Lake Elmo Library Board, agreed to pursue the purchase of a building located at 3537 Lake
Elmo Avenue North to house the Lake Elmo Library. The City Administrator was given the
authority to negotiate in good faith favorable terms and a purchase price (<$200,000) for
acquisition of the building. The purchase would be made with surplus funds provided by a
2005A Public Facilities Bond to avoid arbitrage penalty. Subsequent to the purchase decision,
the Lake Elmo Library Board approved a motion to repay the City of Lake Elmo out of the
allocated library levy using a four-year amortization schedule to allow for sufficient operating
capital and an accelerated debt elimination plan. Since this motion, there has been considerable
discussion revolving around the proper ratio of debt service to working capital to allow the
Library to successfully operate on Day 1.

STAFF REPORT: Atthe May 9, 2012 Library Board Meeting, a proposal was brought forth by
Councilmember and Library Board Member Mike Pearson to further accelerate the repayment of
funds used to purchase the building located at 3537 Lake Elmo Avenue North by the Library
Board to the City of Lake Elmo. The repayment acceleration would create a two year recouping
of City of Lake Elmo funds rather than the previously approved four year plan. The repayment
plan anticipated a purchase price of $240,000. After an extensive discussion and debate on the
effect this plan would have on operations, the Library Board approved a two-year repayment
plan and adjusted their budget accordingly to minimize the effect on library operations.

Motion: Pearson moved: “The Library Board will pay the city back for the building within in two
years, by Dec. of 2013, upon receipt their levy.” Gibson seconded, passed unanimously. resident
DelLapp also polied alternates Williams, Ryberg and Meier who were present, and all agreed.
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
